 Interfaith Homeless Emergency Lodging Program 

 

I-HELP currently operating in Tempe, is expanding into 
Mesa.  I-HELP is a program that provides homeless people 
with over-night lodging in area churches.  It provides a much 
needed service for the new face on homelessness: women 
and single parents. 
  The over-site agency for Mesa will be Lutheran Social 
Services.  The program will need an intake coordinator (a 
paid position), bus drivers, host churches, and churches to 
provide meals.  Donations are welcome to provide gas for 
transportation, to buy bus tickets for those working, first aid 
supplies and sleeping mats.
