  It is a pleasure to inform you that Lilly 
Endowment Inc. has awarded a grant of $48,624 
to Desert Heritage Church for its clergy renewal 
program. 
 
 

  This clergy renewal grant was approved based on 
the renewal proposal, activities and itinerary 
outlined in the application.

Q and A:   
What does the grant cover for the congregation 
and Paul? 
The answers to that question are very specific.  The 
grant covers the cost that the church incurs to pay an 
interim to cover what Paul does:  Sunday morning; 
emergencies, office work, etc.  The grant also 
provides money for music and congregational 
renewal costs associated with Paul’s absence.  The 
grant will provide the money necessary for Paul to go 
to Africa and living expenses while away from us.  
It does not pay for our regular bills! 
When is the Sabbatical? 
May 23, 2010 to August 23, 2010.  But renewal 
events are already taking shape and happening! 

Last month, I had lunch with a person who had 
received a grant from the Lilly Endowment for a 
sabbatical two years ago.  He excitedly greeted me, 
“Have you heard?”  I said, “No, they tell you in late 
October.”  His expression changed to a very seriously 
look.  He then said, “No, they announce the winners 
in October, they tell folks in September.”   And my 
heart sank because I had heard nothing.                          

  So, I began to prepare and plan what I would say 
to the congregation and especially to those who had 
worked so hard—Wendy, Buster & Sue, Dianne & 
Richard, Tracy. And words weren’t coming. I didn’t 
know what to say.  And I repeatedly asked God, 
“How would we pay for this, God, when we can’t 
even pay our bills now?”    And still no words came. 

  Susie opens the mail in the office.  On Tuesday, 
September 22nd, as she was opening the mail, she 
came into to my office handing me a letter from the 
grant people, and rather somberly said,  “Here’s the 
letter, but I guess you already knew.”  And I said, 
“knew what?”   My eyes quickly fell upon the Lilly 
letterhead and zoomed on the first sentence:  “Lilly 
Endowment has awarded a grant...to Desert 
Heritage Church”  My joyous halleluiah rang out 
from earth to the highest heaven.   

  Good things...I mean, God things are 
happening here.  But, be very careful what you pray 
for...you might just get it!
